(3) Minimum lease payments are the payments that thc lessee is obligated to make or can be required to make in 
connection with the leased property. Executory costs such as insurance, maintenance and taxes in connection with 
the leased property shall be excluded from rnimmuin lease payments. 

(4) Present value minimum lease payments are. iease payments that t.he lessee is obligated to make or can be required to 
make, exclusive of executory cost. Moreover, these payments ar» reduced by amounts representing interest, 
calculated at the companies' increm'-.ual borrowing rate or the implicit rate computed by the iessor. 

(5) Noncancelable lease/sublease is one that has an initial or remaining term of one > ear or more and is noncancelable, 
or is cancelable only upon the uccurrence of some remote contingency or upon the payment of a substantial 
penalty. 

(6) Contingent rentals, for the purposes of this report, are rentals paid during the reporting year wliich depend on some 
factor other than the passage of time such as rentals based on usage or sales.

(P) The number of loaded freight cars shall be obiained from the tonductors' -heel report and shall be the sum of all loaded cars handled by eath train. 
For example, ifa car moves loaded in: (1) a way train from the origination point; (2) in two through trains; and (3) in a way train to the desiination point, 
the total tount of loaded cars would be four-two counts for the movements in the way trains and two counts for the movement in ihrough irains. 
Therefore, each car originated or received from a connecting carrier receives an iniiial count plus one count for each subsequent physical transfer between 
irains on respondents lines. No addilionai count is given because of crew change or changes in track identification number unless there is a physical 
transfer of the car between irains. Each car moving under revenue billing shall be considered as loaded cars

other railroads, whose interline rental is settled on a per diem basis urider the code of per diem rules. 

Carriers will be governed by local conditions in deiermining wheiher a car ai an interchange point should be considered as "on line" Unserviceable cars 
include cars out of service in connection with repair work It includes cars on repair tracks repaired and awaiting switching, cars on repair tracks undergoing 
or awaiting repairs switching, cars awaiting movement to repair iracks held in train yard (excluding tars which are lo be repaired in irain yard without loss 
of time), cars moving empty in trains en route to shop, and tars stored awaiting disposition. 

Surplus cars are cars which are in serviceable condition available for loading at the initial count on the last day of the year, bul v>hich have not been 
placed for loading within 48 hours. A record shall be made of all such cai son hand at 12:01 a.m. of the day following the last day of each year and a tount of 
the same cars made 48 hours laier to ascertain ihose still nol placed for loading. The count of surplus cars shall include cars assembled n advance to meet 
loading requirements of more ihan one day, cars which have not been moved because of infrequent train service as on branch lines, cars set aside or 
stored for special or future loading such as perishables, grain, autos, rough freight, et cetera, cars stored because of seasonal decline in tralTic, su ch as coal 
cars, ore cars, et cetera. The count of surplus cars shall not include cars out of service in connection with repairs, ears actually moving en route to owners, 
cars moving on car service order, tars in transit to loading points on holding road or to another road The phrase "placed for loading" refers to (1) physical 
switching ofa car into position for loading (2) physical switching of a car into possession ofa shipper who wili subsequently move it to loading position; and 
(3) physical switching onto tracks at a freighthouse, pier, et cetera, for the purpose of being loaded.
