The total pension expense for 1986 and 1985 was $319 and $425, respec­
t ive ly , which includes amortization of past service costs and actuarial gains and losses 
over th i r ty years and f i f t e en years, respectively. The Company makes annual contributions 
to the plan equal to the amount accrued for pension expense.

During 1985, the Financial Accounting Standards Board issued Statement 87 on 
employers' accounting for pensions which established new expense and disclosure stan­
dards. The Company will implement these standards prospectively during 1987, It is anti­
cipated the adoption of these standards will increase annual pension expense by approxi­
mately $.4 million and necessitate the recording of an intangible asset and a related 
accumulated benefit obligation of approximately $4 million.

9. The financial statements contained in this report are in accordance with the Uni­
form System of Accounts as prescribed by the Interstate Commerce Commission. 

The consolidated financial statements reflect the operations of the Company and all 
of its majority owned subsidiaries as authorized in the Commission's letter dated August 
19, 1976, File: ACA/BAH, except that Western Railroad Properties Incorporated ("WRPI"), 
a Class I I operating railroad, is included under the equity method. 

10. The Company applies depreciation accounting to all of its property. Additions and 
renewals constituting a unit of property are capitalized. Other renewals, repairs and 
maintenance are charged to expense. Track removal costs and costs of units of property 
retired or replaced, less salvage, are charged to accumulated depreciation. Fully 
absorbed overhead costs related to track construction and payroll additives related to 
other construction are capitalized. The Company's policies comply w:th those prescribed 
by the Interstate Commerce Commission. 

Depreciation is provided at composite straight-line rates. For the years 1986 and 
1985, the provision for depreciation approximated annual rates of 3.2% and 3.3%, respec­
tively, of the depreciable property. Capital leases are amortized over the terms of the 
respective leases. For the years 1936 and 1985, such lives ranged from 8 to 30 years. 
The average amortizable l i f e was approximately 11 years for 1986 and 1985. 

11. The Company provides deferred income taxes applicable to the income reported in its 
separate financial statements under the flow through method of accounting. The Company 
joins its parent, CNW Corporation, in the f i l i n g of a consolidated income tax return. As 
a result of permanent and timing differences, the parent has $177,000 of net operating 
loss carryforwards which are available to reduce future taxable income. These amounts 
expire in 1994 through 2000. In addition, CNW Corporation has approximately $114,000 of 
investment tax credit carryforwards which expire in 1989 through 2000 (of which $32,000 is 
available to reduce future book income tax provisions). Under the Tax Reform Act of 1986, 
i f unused, these credits will be reduced to $94,000 ($26,000 for book purposes) as of 
January 1, 1987 and $74,000 ($21,000 for book purposes) as of January 1, l'J88. Conse­
quently, the Company has l i t t l e currently payable income taxes and will use the above 
carryforwards to substantially defer future federal income tax payments.

12. The Company has substantial lease commitments for railroad, highway and data pro­
cessing equipment. Those leases which meet the criteria established by FASB No. 13 are 
capitalized. The remainder are reported as operating leases.

$372 was capitalized. 

14. The Company had $40,077 of cash and temporary cash investments at December 31, 
1986. In addition, the Company has two revolving bank credit agreements with a group of 
banks consisting of a $30,000 unsecured credit agreement and a $20,000 secured credit 
agreement. Any'loans outstanding at the ena of their revolving credit periods on May 15, 
1988 w i l l be automatically converted to cecured term loan? payable in installments there­
after over f ive to seven years. No loans were outstanding during 1986 under these or pre­
vious revolving credit agreements. Compensating balance requirements are not significant.

a) Debt principal payments (including capital lease obligations) due in 1988 
through 1991 are $50,908, $50,839. $46,307, and $47,654, respectively. 

b) The principal encumbrances on the properties of the Company are equipment o b l i ­
gations, each of which is a f i r s t l ien on specific items of equipment and general mort­
gages which, subject to such equipment l iens, are liens on substantially a l l of the real 
and tangible personal property and additions thereto of the Company (but not i ts sub­
sidiaries, except as stated below). Three general mortgage issues with the most senior 
liens were paid or defeased in 1985. Until January 1, 1989, Northwest Chemco, Inc. holds 
a general mortgage on the Company's property, but only to secure i t s interest in the 
assumption of obligations by the Company in connection with i t s purchase of the railroad 
assets on June 1 , 1972. 

Next in pr ior i ty of liens (except that the l ien securing General Mortgage Note A fo r 
$35,000 -is superior to that of Northwest Chemco) are General Mortgage Notes A and B which 
are also secured by liens on the Company's property to secure loans totaling $93,000 
incurred in 1983 to finance the purchase by a subsidiary of certain ra i l lines between 
Minneapolis-St. Paul, Minnesota and Kansas City, Missouri. These Notes A and B are also 
secured, respectively, by second and f i r s t liens on the lines so acquired. 

Next In pr ior i ty of liens is the Consolidated Mortgage securing $155,000 of bonds by 
lien on the Company's property and by a covenant to subject thereto the r a i l lines pur­
chased in 1983 (see preceding paragraph) when the mortgages securing General Mortgage 
Notes A and B are discharged. 

Subject to the above described l iens, the United States Government also holds a 
mortgage on the Company's property securing loans l is ted above which were made by or are 
guaranteed as to principal and interest by the Federal Railroad Administration ("FRA"). 
The proceeds of the loans were jst:d principally to rehabilitate Company freight cars. 

One or more of these mortgages contain varying provisions relating to prescribed 
amounts of capital expenditures, debt retirement and limitations on cash dividends.

15 c) The 1985 extraordinary gain resulted from the defeasance of $23,500 par value of 
qei^eral mortgage bonds by the irrevocable deposit of U.S lovernment secunties with the 
mortqaqe trustees sufficient to satisfy future interest and principal payments due on tne 
bonds. At December 31, 1986, $24,702 of bonds remain defeased for accounting purposes. 

16 The Company is a party to service interruption insurance agreements under which 
additional premiums up to a maximum of $6,000 may arise in the event of work stoppages on 
other railroads. Conversely, the Company is entitled to receive payments under certain 
conditions i f a work stoppage occurs on its property. 

The Company is currently not able to purchase part of its third party liab i l i t y 
insurance on terms that i t traditionally has obtained. As a result, the Company currently 
is not insured for third party l i a b i l i t y losses -p to $50 million per incident. Such 
losses between $50 and $200 million are insured by two offshore insurance compames. one 
owned by a group of carriers or their parents and one owned by shareholders from a number 
of different lines of business. The Company's par-nt is a stockholder of both these 
insurers. The coverages between $50 and $200 million are contingent only with respect to 
the adequancy of the insurers' reserves at the time of claim. The Company also continues 
to have traditional amounts of insurance coverage for damage to tangib e property of which 
i t is owner or lessee or has custody, subject to a deductible of $3 million per incident. 

17. The Company provides postretirement health care benefits and l i f e insurance in 
accordance with various agreements. Generally, health care Denefits are provided until 
age 65 for employees who elect to retire before that age, and l i f e insurance is prov ded 
for all retired employees whose rates of pay at retirement were not subject to a collec­
tive bargaining agree.iient. The major portion of these benefits is provided through insur­
ance plans, the cost of which were $1,443 in 1986 and $1,346 in 1985. 

18 Under certain provisions of the Company's financing agreements, i f the Company falls 
to meet certain financial cests, i t may be prohibited from paying dividends. Under the 
provision which was most restrictive at December 31, 1986, approximately $45,000 is 
unrestricted for the payment of dividends during 1987. 

19 Durinq 1985, the Company instituted a detailed two-year Manpower Reduction Program 
to'reduce its work force by l",500 employees. The employee terminations have occurred and 
will occur through various methods including attrition, job buy-outs and otherwise. The 
Company recorded provisions In 1985 for severance pay to reflect 1985 and 1986 termina­
tions under the program. Severance pa.̂ ments are made either in a lump sum or in install­
ments. In 1986 the Company recorded, as an operating expense, a provision for a second 
program to reduce another 500 employees. See Schedule 410 tor details. 

20. The Company has Issued Redeemable Preference shares to the FP», to finance the cost 
of rebuildiniand upgrading certain fa c i l i t i e s . Preference shares outstanding at December

involved shipper. 

Since Oecember 31, 1967 the Company has abandoned over 5,763 miles of 
uneconomic lines, although i t continues to have many lines of light 
traffic density. While substantial additional expenditures could be 
made to improve efficiency of operations, the Company regards them as 
generally not economically justified and liot necessary to its ability 
to provide competitive service.
