After the issuanceof the Commission's order, the Trustees of the General Mortgage 
and of the Debenture Indenture of respondent took the position that respondent should 
include m the computation of Available Net Income coirjnencing January 1, 197'̂ , i t s pro-
pcrticnate share of the undistributed earnings of those co.Tipanies coming within the 
scope of the Commission's order and should include i n the computati':^n o't" Available Net 
Income for 197U i t s proportionate share of the accumulated undis tribute i eamings of 
such companies for prior years. 

In December, 19714, outside counsel for respondent advised that in its opinion, 
under the terms of the aoplicable Indentures, the Available Net Inccme determinations 
should continue to be made, as in pr^or ye8.rs, on the basis of the J^eparate income of 
respondent exc^uLive of respondent's eqvity in undistributed earnings or losses of sub­
sidiaries and other affiliated companies. Respondent has computed Available Net Income 
in this manner for 19^5 and 197U. 

The Trustee of the Debenture Indenture has also raised the question of the pro­
priety of carrying forwp.rd negative Avai^ible Net Income 'jnder the terms of the 5% 
income Debenture Indenture. As of D e c e . 3 1 , 1975, in the opinion of management, 
there was an accumulated d e f i c i t i r AvaUable Net Incom- cf $140,30̂ 4,535 which rust oe 
offset 0" subsequent earnings before interest is peypcle on the Debenvires, The 
Tnistee under this Indenture has taken the position that the carry.forw,-,rd of such a 
defi<'it f-om one yeai to tht next is not authorized except in a limited set of circum­
stance?. Outside counsel nas advised respondent, however, that such carryforward is 
authorized by the terms of che Indenture. 

In order to " l a r i f y these ma',t.irG, respondt-nt has brought an action in the 
Circuit Court of Cook County, I l l i n o i s , naming the Trustees under the applicable Inden­
tures as defendants, seeking a judical determination of these issues. The Court has 
ruled that d e f i c i t s m Available Net Income under She Debenture Indeiiuure for the years 
1969 - 197̂ 4 should not be carried forward to offset eamings in suosequent years excep. 
in a limited set of circumstances. An appeal from t h i s ruling has been taken to the 
Appellate Court of I l l i n o i s . The Trustees have recently f i l e d motions for sumruary 
judgment on the equity accounting issue, and b i i e i s on the motions are presently 
scheduled to be f i l e d throui^h J i l y , 1976. 

On June 2"̂ , 3 c)75, a holder of the 5 i Inccme Debentures f i l e d a cla.';!? action suit 
in the United States D i s t r i c t Court at Ciicago, raising issues included in the action 
pending i n the Circuit Oourt of Cook County, I l l i n o i s , m.-ntioned above. 

I f i t is f i n a l l y determined that respondent's share of the 197'* earnings of i t s 
subsidiaries and a f f i l i a t e s owned 20^ or more must be included in Available Net Income, 
the $2,6Mb,000(8i^) interest accumulation on the Series B General Mortgage bonds as of 
December 31, 197̂ 4', would be payable out of 197h income, and a $5'̂ .3,000 deposit into the 
sinkirj; fond for the retirement of General Mortgage bonds would be required. In the 
event of such an outcome, neither of these payments would affect reported eai-nings of 
respondent. 

I f i t is f i n a l l y determined, in addition to the detenr.inaticn described in the 
preceding paragraph, that either (a) 197»4 Available Net Income must be included the 
accumulated equity i n undistributed earnings and losses of a f f i l i a t e s from tneir ac-
nuisition dated up to 197̂ 4, or (b) Available Net Income deficits should not oe carried 
forward and do not accumulate, 197»4 interest of $2,732,000 on the 5t Income Debentures 
and a $300,000 deposit into the sinking fund for retirement of Incaie Debentures 
would also be payable.

I f i t is f i n a l l y d-^termined that Available Net Income does not include any 
undistributed earnings and losses of a f f i l i a t e s , but that Available Net Income def i ­
cits should not be carried forward and dc not accumul'ite, there -̂ vould be no effect on 
interest pajTnentF or sinking fund deposits i n r2spect of I97-, or i97U. Such a deter­
mination would increase the p o s s i b i l i t y of Debenture interest and sinking fund pay­
ments in respect of I976 and subsequent years. 

There i? also pending a class action by a holder 01' respondent's Series B 
General iMortgage bonds, which action imluded as defendants certain officers and d i ­
rectors of respondent. The suit seeks a redete'.-mination of Available Net Income for 
the year 1969 through 197̂ 4, and the payment of any additional contingent interest 
which the Court might find to be d-ue on the Series R bond,-?. A motion by respondent 
for r e f e r r a l of the proceedings to the Interj^tate Commerce Comraission for an* opinion 
on the accounting issues was denied by the Court, and an appeal from this ruling has 
been taken to the United State? Court of Appeals for the Seventh Circuit. P l a i n t i f f 
has f i l e d a motion for Gunma.-y Judgment under one of the cou.nts in the amended COE-
pl a i n t , claiming that certain of respondent's subsidiaries, including Mi..vaukee Land 
Company, are "Railroad Subsidiaries" under the .Mortgage, and, accoraingly, their earn 
ings are required to be consolidated with the eamings of Railroad In computing Avail 
able Net Income. ?riefs or the motion are due to be f i l e d during the next several 
nonihs. 

A redetermination of Availabi'; Net Income could result in addi-* innal payment;; 
for such yt^ars under Railroad mortgages in the amount of approximately $6,851,OOC as 
addit.ional contingent interest and anproximately $1,1435.000 as additional sinking 
f'ind payments. Of the foregoing -'imount of $6,851,000, $2,6U6,n'X has been accrued \n 
prior years under .he three-year accumulation feature described elsewhere in this note 
and Is included ES a l i a b i l i t y in the accompanying Comparative General Belance Sheet 
as of Liecember 31, 1975.
