Pension expense i s accrued at t:'-:e acti.,arlal ly computed normal 
cost plus amortization of p r i c r service cost, and plan i s 
funded on the same basis. Pension expense amounted to 
$454,000 i n 1983, $2,449,589 i n 1982 and 52,923,519 in 1981. 
On the basis of a c t u a r i a l revisions completed i n 1983, 
employer c o n t r i b u t i o n s to the plan and pension expense f o r 
1982 exceeded the t o t a l amount required by $994,000, and such 
excess was applied to reduction of 1983 contrilbutions and 
expense.

The Commission stated in Docket No. 36988, Alternative Methods of 
Accounting for Railroad Track Structure, served February 17, 1983, that 
i t would not use depreciation accounting in regulatory proceedings until 
i t had adopted procedures to account for inflation. 

At this time the Commission has not adoptp 1 procedures to account 
for inflation. Consequently, we need to be prepared to use either RRB 
accounting data or depreciation accounting data for two determinations 
re'iuired by the Staggers Rail Act of 1980. Rather than have the carrisrs 
submit an entire R-l annual report under RRB accounting we are requesting 
oniy those data elements needed to make the determinations. 

Each year the Commission makes a determination of revenue adequacy 
for Class I freight railroads under Section 10704(a) of the Interstate 
Commerce Act. To determine the revenue adequacy for 1983 we will need 
the additional data listed in Appendix A. 

Section 10731(e) of the Interstate Commerce Act requires the 
Commission to determine the cost ratios for recyclables. To have the 
capability to produce the cost ratio for 1983 under the provisions of 
Ex Parte 394, we will need the additional data listed in Appendix B. 

Carriers should retain all the backup data used to report the items 
in Appendix B. The same basic data may be required in subsequent 
Commission proceedings. 

Please report ihe required data on the enclosed supplemental data 
forms and f i l e two copies with the Bureau of Accounts on or before 
June 30, 1984.
