Notes; 

The Company has reported Net Operating Losses in Federal Income Tax Returns 
for the prior years, which are available as offsets to future income, however, 
thi3 Company is a member o.̂  an A f f i l i a t e d Group f i l i n g Consolidated Federal 
Income Tax Returns, and there is no predictable relationship between the 
Company's future earnings and i t s future Federal Income Tax Accruals. 

The Company's policy is to provide pension expense based on normal cost and 
amortization of any prior service cost, and to fund such cost accrued by con­
tributions to trust funds. Such contributions are charged to account 457 -
Pensions. 

The pension plan established by the Company provides credit for service com­
mencing Ap r i l 1, 1976. The plan is noncontributory for nonagreement employees 
t'lnd is contributory for participating agreement employees. 

For plans transferred from railroads in reorganization, employees' credit for 
service is fixed at April 1, 1976. The unfunded vested benefits under these 
plans as of Apr i l 1, 1976 amounted to approximately $17,500,000 and for other 
plans subsequently terminated by the Company, approximately $9,000,000. I t 
is anticipated these benefits w i l l be funded from the proceeds of loans made 
pursuant to Section 211 (h) of the Rail Act. Pension expenses for the nine 
month.̂  ended December 31, 1976 was $7,000,000 for Conrail and $534,000 for 
a f f i l i a t e d companies.

NOTES TO FI.NANCIAL STATEMENTS 

1) Acquisition of Railroad Assets: 

The Consolidated Rail Corporation was establis.hed on October 25, 1974 pursuant to the 
Regional Rail Reorganization Act of 1973, as amended (the Act), to acquire, operate, 
re h a b i l i t a t e , improve and modernize r a i l properties of railroads i n reorga/'.ization i n 
the midwest and northeastern regions of the United States. A c t i v i t y between October 
25, 1974 and April 1, 1976 was limited to preactivation e f f o r t s necessary to f a c i l i ­
tate the Company's transition to an operating carrier and assure continuity of service 
during the i n i t i a l phase of i t s operations. Net costs incurred during this period, 
approxi'.iating $10,400,000, have been charged to operations for the nine months ended 
Decem'_ier 31, 1976. 

On A p r i l 1, 1976, the Company acquired properties and other assets of certain of the 
railroads i n reorganization and other transferors. The acquisition has been accotonted 
for under the purchase method of accounting. The accompanying financial statements 
r e f l e c t the results of the Company's operations from the date of asset conveyance 
and cotmnencement of r a i l operations.

Kquity securities issued i n respect of the transferors' interests consist of 
31,740,373 shares of Series B preferred stock and 25,000,000 shares of common stock. 
The aggre£;ate f a i r value of these securities at date of issuance has been estimated 
at an amount equivalent to the net liquidation value of the conveyed assets; as 
determined by the United States Railway Associ.ition (USRA). The transferors have 
also been issued Certificates of Value by USRA representing f u l l f a i t h and credit 
obligations of the United States which are redeemable on or before December 31, 1987, 
as further discussed i n Note 8.

2) SumiTiary of Significant Accounting Policies; 

Investments: 

Investments in more than 20% owned couipanies are accounted for under the equity 
Method; investments i n less than 20?̂  owned companies are stated at cost. 

Inventories; 

I.nventories of materials and suf.plies are valued at the lower of cost (principally 
weighted average) or market. 

Federal Income Taxes: 

The Intemal Revenue Service permits the use for income tax purposes of the " r e t i r e -
ment-replacemer!t-betterment" method of accounting for track structure under vrhich 
replacements in kinJ are recorded an operating expenses and only additions and better­
ments are capitalized. The amo'ints capitalized are not depreciated but upon retirement 
of track structure, t.he amount capitalized, less salvage, i s cha.t'ged to operations, î ue 
to the net operating lors carryforward, deferred income taxes have not been provided 
for t h i s and other differences between amounis repcrted for financial accounting and 
income tax purposes. Investment tax credits are accounted for using the flow-through 
method which reduces federal income tax expenie for the year i n which such credits are 
recognized for financial reporting purposes. 

Casualty Losses:

NOTES TO FINANCIAL STATEMENTS 

Pensions: 

Various pension plans have been transferred to the Company from certain transferors 
which provide benefits for substantially a l l nonagreement employees a.id certain employ­
ees covered by labor agreements. Since the credit for employee service under such 
plans is fixed as of April 1, 1976, the Company has established a new pension plan 
t-ffective as of that date for a l l such employees. Certain of the Company's subsidiaries 
also maintained similar plans which were not affected by the conveyance. The Company's 
policy is to provide pension expense based on normal costs for the new plan and 
nmortization of prior service costs for the plans transferred over 40 years and to fund 
auch costs accrued by contributions to trust funds. 

3) Passenger and Light Density Line Operations: 

Ihe Company operates subsidized commuter passenger service on behalf of various state 
or local governmental transportation authorities under separate agreements or interim 
arrangements with the related authorities. Under provisions of the Act, the Company 
IS to be reimbursed for a l l losses incurred based upon standards issued by the Rail 
Services Planning Office (RSPO) of the Interstate Commerce Commissicn. Subsidies 
included in the statement of operations for the nine months ended December 31, 1976, 
amounting to $118,029,000, have been based principally upon such standards or the terms 
of the .separate agreements. Where interim arrangements exist, the Company in negotiat­
ing d e f i n i t i v e subsidy agreements with the commuter authorities which w i l l incorporate 
the RSPO standards and are expected to be consummated in early 1977. Subsidies record­
ed under the interim arrangements may be adjusted based upon the terms of the f i n a l 

I. tin t i ac LS . 

The Company also operates certain i n t e r c i t y passenger service on behalf of the National 
Hail Passenger Corporation (Amtrak) under interim agreements designed tc provide for 
reimbursement of costs generally in accordance with the requiiements of the Rail 
Passenger Services Act. On Apr i l 1, 1976, the Company sold to -\mtrak i t s passenger 
r a i l properties situated in the Boston to 'Washington, D.C. area known as the Northeast 
Corridor for $86,377,000, representing the Company's cost of acquiring these properties,

A significant portion of the Company's equipment i s leased under It-ng-term obligstions 
which were assumed at conveyance. For the period ended December 31, 1976, rent expense, 
excluding per diem car hi.-e, aggregated approximately $32,290,000, including $54,979,000 
related to noncapitalized financing leases.

At December 31, 1976, the estimated present value of noncapitalized financing leases 
aggregated approximately $409,370,000, based upon the Company's incremental borrowing 
rate at conveyance of 8 3/4%.

7) Pensions: 

The pension plan established by the Com.pany provides credit for service commencing 
April 1, 1976. The plan i s noncontributory for .nonagreement employees and i s c o n t r i ­
butory for p a r t i c i p a t i n g agreement employees. 

For the transferred plans, employees' credit for service is fixed at Ap r i l .1, 1976. The 
unfunded vested benefits unde." these plans as of April 1, 1976 amounted to approximately 
$17,500,000, and for other plans, subsequently terminated by the Company, approxLuately 
$9,000,000. I t i s anticipated these benefits w i l l be funded from the proceeds of loans 
made pursuant to Section 211 (h) of the Act. Pension expense for the nine months ended 
December 31, 1976 vias $7,534,000. 

8) Capital Stock: 

Series A preferred stock is entitled to an annual noncumulative Jividend of $7.50 per 
share, payable each A p r i l 30 to the extent of "a\a:ifible t̂ Ooh", as defined in Note 4. 
Each share i s e n t i t l e d to $100 upon liquidation (aggregating $18,476,300 based upon 
shares issuable at December 31, 1976), with f u l l preference over Series B preferred and 
common stock and must be redeemer at $100 per share to the extent of "available cash" 
after redemption ot the 7.5% debentures and payment of dividends on Serif's A and Series 
B preferred stock and interest on the 7.5% debentures. Accelerated redemption could 
be required i n the event of a default under the Financing Agreement. In addition, each 
sh are i s callable at $100 per share at any time provided no 7.5% debentures are out­
standing. For Series A preferred stock issued in l i e u of interest, the difference be­
tween the mandatory redemption price and f a i r market value at the date of issuance w i l l 
be charged to the d e f i c i t (retained earrings when available) over the period from 
issuance to redemption. In connection with the Financing Agreement, the Company has 
agreed to reserve 29.25 million shares of .'>eries A preferred stock for issuance to 
USRA as follows: 11 million shares at $100 per share for cash; 10 mil l i o n shares fo.-
conversion of the 7.5% debentur...s; and 8.25 mil l i o n shares for issuance i n li e u of cash 
i r t e r e s t on tb-^ 7.5% debentures. 

The Series B preferred stock and conjnon stock outstanding were deposited with the 
Special Court i n exchange for the r a i l properties conveyed. Series R preferred stock 
i s e n t i t l e d to an annual noncumulative dividend of $5.00 per share payable each April 
30 from "available cash", after f u l l payment of interest on the 7.5% debentures and 
cash div; dends on Series A preferred stock. Each share of Series B preferred stock is 
entitled to $50 upon liquidation (aggregating $1,587,019,000 based on current outstand­
ing r>haits) with f u l l preference over commcjn stock, and is callable any time after 1987 
at $50 per share after redemption of a l l 7.5% debentures and Series A preferred stock. 
No dividends may be declared on the cormnon stock u n t i l a l l 7.5% debentures and Series A 
preferred stock are redeemed and no dividends may be paid in any year unless the f u l i 
dividend on Series B preferred stock for that year has been delcared and either set 
aside or paid. 

USRA, as holder i f the 7.5% (debentures and the Series A preferred stock, voting as a 
single class, ha-̂  the right to elect six Directors. The hoiders of the Series B pre­
ferred stock and the common stock have the right to elect three Directors and two 
Directors, respectively. These voting rights w i l l change as the debentures and pre­
ferred stock are redeemed. The chief executive of f i c e r and the chief operating o f f i c e r 
of the Company also serve as Directors.

Each transferor R]«O received Certificates of Value equal to the number of shares of 
Series B preferred stock issued. The Certrficates support the estimated f a i r value 
assigned to the Series B nref".red and ;ominon stock issued since they are redeemable in 
cash by USRA at amounts, to he determined oy the Special Court, for net liquidation 
value, and certain other factors, as defir-ed i n the Act. The redemption price w i l l be 
reducec; by the sum of the f a i r market values at redemption date of, and cash dividends 
paid on, the Series B preferred and commcn stock and certaii: oLixer cash considerations 
paid to the tr-msferors. 

9) Agency Agreements; 

As provided by Section 211 (h) of the Act, the Company has entered into agency agree­
ments with Estates of certain railroads i n reorganization under which the Company is 
processirg certain accounts receivable and payable attributable to operations prior 
to A p r i l 1, 1976. Since the Company acts solely as an agent for the Estates under 
these agreements, such accounts are not included i n the Company's financial statements. 
The Company has charged $21,059,000 to operations for estimated costs in excess of 
reimbur-cement in connection with these agreements, including $16,567,000 of costs to be 
incurred in future periods. 

10) Contingencies: 

Conveyance Issues: 

As of December 31, 1976, substantial uncertainties exist with respect to the assets 
conveyed to the Company pursuant to the Act and l i a b i l i t i e s assumed thereunder. I t is 
not possible at th i s time to determine the ultimate outcome of these matters or the 
extent to which they may affect the Company. Any future adjustments to the purchase 
price resulting from these uncertainties w i l l be allocated to the assets acquired on 
the basis of their relative f a i r "alues at the date ot asset conveyance. Such adjust­
ments could have a material effect on the cost to the Company of the assets acquired 
and on the allocation thereof, and, accordingly, on the Company's consolidated financial 
position and operating results. The following i s t summary - f the significant pending 
or threatened l i t i g a t i o n , claims, assessments and other proceedings i n which the Company 
is involved i n connection with the conveyance. 

Valuation Proceedings: 

A Special Court established by the Act has commenced proceedings to determine whether 
or not the consideration, including the se>-virities of tiie Company, Certificates of 
Value and "other benefits", received or to be received by the transferors constitute 
a f a i r and equitable exchange for the assets conveyed. I f the Snecial Court determines 
tnat the exchange i s not f a i r and equitable, i t may order the Company to transfer other 
securities to the transferors In such nature and amount as would make the exchange f a i r 
and equitable o:-, i f such traitsfer does not satisfy the f a i r and equitable test, i t may 
enter a defici-;ncy judgment against tlie Company i f the judgment would not endanger the 
v i a b i l i t y or scWency of the Company. Should the Special Court determine the exchange 
is more f a i r and equitable than iF. required as a constitutional minimum, i t may order 
the retum to f i t Company of 1hc excess securities or other consideration. Moreover, 
i f the consideration conveyed hy the Company to the transferors is less than the const-^ 
i t u t i o n a l minimum, the transferors would be e n t i t l e d to seek recovery from the United 
States Government iinder the Tucker Act. Manage.nent has estimated the f a i r value '-•f the

Property Conveyance; 

The Company i s a party to pending and threatened l i t i g a t i o n and other proceedings which 
challenge the v a l i d i t y of the conveyance to the Company of certain properties and the 
exemption from taxes i n connection with the conveyance. The actions generally seek 
reconveyance of the properties and, in some instances, damages and other claims for 
r e l i e f . In addition, the Secretary of Transportation or USRA may, under the Act, develop 
proposals for further restructuring of r a i l properties through transactions supplemental 
to the Final System Plan. In connec";ion with such proposals, the Company coulc be 
directed vo transfer certain of i t s properties to other railroads i f the requisite 
findings a.nd determinations are made. The Company is aware of certain such proposals 
which are presently pending. 

Vacation L i a b i l i t i e s ; 

The Company was required under the Act to assume certain vacation l i a b i l i t i e s of the 
transferors aggregating $109,000,000. The Act enti t l e s the Company to be reimbursed 
for i t s pâ /ment of these l i a b i l i t i e s ..f USRA determines they remain obligations of the 
transferors. However, several Reorganization Courts have held that these vacation 
l i a b i l i t i e s are no longer obligations of the transferors and the issue has been appealed 
by the Compar.y and USRA. One Reorganization Court has preliminarily approved a com­
promise agreement whereby $60,000,000 in vacation l i a b i l i t i e s would be recognized in 
a plan of reorganization. In February 1977, the Company obtained $60,000,000 in 
Section 211 (h) borrowings under a conditional determination by USRA which requires 
that the Company repay the loan i f the l i a b i l i t i e s are not included in the f i n a l plan 
of reorganization. The Company has not recorded as of December 31, 1976 a claim 
receivable from the transferor with respect to t h i s loan or i t s other vacation payments. 

Other Matters: 

Various other clai.'ns have been made against the Company by certain transferors, states 
and others. The Company has or intends to assert claims against certain transferors 
for the recovery of amounts for which the Company believes i t i s e n t i t l e d to be paid 
or reimbursed. In the opinion of management the resolution of these issues w i l l not 
have a material adverse effect on the accompanying financial statements. 

T i t l e V of the Act provides for protective payments to qualified employees of the 
railroads i n reorganization and other transferors consisting generally of monthly 
displacement allowances, termination and separation allowances and relocation expense 
benefits. The Company i s obligated to provide these benefits u n t i l such employees 
at t a i n age €5. The Act provides a $250,000,000 fund, aiiministered by the Railroad 
Retirement Board, to reimburse the cost of those protective payments. The existing 
fund and any additional federal funding may prove to be inadequate to reimburse payments 
made by the Company, although management believ'es authorized funding w i l l be su f f i c i e n t . 

The Com.pany i s contingently l i a b l e for guarantees of funded debt or other obligations 
of certain a f f i l i a t e d companies. At December 31, 1976, such guarantees aggregated 
$83,000,000. The Company has entered :^tc negotiations with several a f f i l i a t e d companies 
in which i t proposes that i t c guarantee be limited to a proportionate share of debt 
based upon i t s equity interest i n the a f f i l i a t e s . I f the Company i s successful in 
i t s negotiations, the contingent l i a b i l i t i e s would be reduced to $12,000,000.
