Industry 

Consolidated Rail Corporation was established by the Regional Rail Reor­
ganization Act of 1973, as amended (the Act), to acquire, operate and re­
habilitate r a i l properties of railroads in reorganization and certain 
Other transferors in the midwest and northeast regions of the United 
States. Such properties were acquired on April 1, 1976. 

Investments 

Investments in companies owned 20% or more are recorded under the equity 
method.

Under the Financing Agreement between the United States Railway Associa­
tion (USRA) and the Company, USRA purchased $1 b i l l i o n (authorized limit) 
of 7.5% debentures. The Financing Agreement contains restrictions relat­
ing to working capital, stockholders' equity, i.ndebtedness and payment of 
dividends.

Under NERSA, the Company sold certain properties in New England and ap­
plied to the ICC for permission to abandon approximately 2,600 miles of 
unprofitable r a i l lines. Application for abandonment of additional lines 
is anticipated. A provision for loss on disposition was recorded In 1981 
to writedown facilities to estimated recoverable value. This provision 
was based on estimates which the Conpany continues to monitor. No adjust­
ment was recorded in 1982. 

The Conpany is involved in disciJsslons and negotiations for the sale of 
certain subsidiaries and other investments. The related assets, princi­
pally property, were reduced in 1981 to estiraated recoverable values. 

9. Contlnsencies 

Financing Agreement 

The Conpany has reported to USRA various conditions of possible noncompli­
ance with the Financing Agreement. Should USRA determine that any of 
these conditions constitutes an Event of Default, repayment of the deben­
tures and certain other long-term debt could be accelerated and redemp­
tion of the Series A preferred stock could be required. USRA has waived 
to January 1, 1984, i t s rights with respect to those Instances reported. 

Future Operations 

NERSA provides for the sale, under certain circumstances, of the Com­
pany's conmon stock or assets. DOT may at any ttme submit a plan for the 
sale of the common stock. USRA must determine on June 1, 1983, I f the 
Conpany w i l l be a "profitable carrier" (as defined In NERSA), and as 
soon after Novedber 1, 1983 as practicable, i f the Conpany was a "profit­
able carrier" for the five month period ending October 31, 1983. I f such 
determinations are affirmative, attenpts to sell the coramon stock must 
continue through June 1, 1984. I f such attenpts are unsuccessful, DOT 
raay approve a plan for the purchase of the common stock by Conpany em­
ployees or, subject to the approval of the Board of Directors of USRA, 
direct the sale of the Conpany's assets. Asset sales raay occur before 
June 1, 1984 only i f USRA makes a negative determination as to profitabil­
i t y or Federal financing is required in excess of amounts authorized. 
Any plan to sell the common stock or assets mast be subraitted to Congress 
and w i l l be deemed approved unless Congress passes a resolution not favor­
ing the plan.

(2) Operating leases are those leases which do not meet any of the four criteria pertaining to capital leases. 

(3) Minimum lease payments are the payments that the lessee is obligated to make or can be required to make in 
connection with the leased property. Executory costs such as insurance, maintenance and taxes in connection with 
the leased property shall be excluded from minimum lease payments. 

(4) Present value minimuin lease payments are. lease payments that the lessee is obligated to make or can be required to 
make, exclusive of executory cost. Moreover, these payments are reduced by amounts representing interest, 
calculated at the companies' incremental borrowing rate or the implicit rate comyiuted by the lessor. 

(5) Noncancelable lease/sublease is one that has an initial or remaining term of one year or more and is noncancelable, 
or is cancelable only upon the occurrence of some remote contingency or upon the payment of a substantial 
penalty. 

(6) Contingent rentals, for the purposes of this report, are rentals paid during the reporting year which depend on some 
factor oth>:r than the passage of time such as rentals based on usage or sales.

An "A" unit is 
the least number of wheel bases with superstructuie designed for 
uie linsly or as a lead locomotive unit in combination with othet 
locomotive units. A "B" unit is similar to an "A" unit, but not 
equipped for use lingly or as a lead locomotive unit. A "B" unit 
may be equipped with hostler controls for independent oper­
atiiig at terminals. 

5. A "self-propelled car" is a rail motor car propelled by 
electric motors receiving power from third rail or overhead, or 
internal combustion engines located on the car itself Trailers 
equipped for use only in trains of cars that are self-propelled are 
to be included as self-propelled equipment. 

6. A "Diesel" unil includes all units propelled by diesel 
internal combustion engines irrespective of final drive, and 
whether power may at times be supplied from external con­
ductor.
