B—RAILROAD 

1. A highway grade crossing is to be regirded as a single crossing of all of the tracks with­
in the adjacent owned or leased rlght(s) of way of the rallroad(s) at the point of Intersection 
with a publicly nalntal.ied highway, street or avenue at the same grade to the extent that the 
tracks are located within the limits of a single set of grade crossing signs or protective 
devices having an Integrated set of actuating circuits.
