1. A highway grade crossing is lo be regarded as a singie crossing of ali of the tracks within thc 
adjacent owned or leased right(s) o( way of thc railroad(s) at the poinl of in'ersection with a public­
ly niamtained highway, street or avenue at the same grade to lhe exten' thai the tracks are located 
within the Hmits of a singie set of grade crossing siens or protective devices having an imegraied iCt 
of actuating circuits. 

2. Not lo be included are crossings of facks with private roads leading to or within industrial 
plants, or with oiher roads or driveways not dedicated to public use. A!I crossings of tracks at grade 
with public roads and streets should be included if any railroad operations are conducted thertovcr 
by the reporting company whether or not the track is located on railroad right-of-way. 

3- A private grade crossing v-hich becomes public during the year shouid bc reported as a new 
ei3de crossing. A grade crossing of a dual or multi-lane highway should bc reported as one cross-
\r\^. In the classincation of protection, H crossing havirig more than one of the classes of proiection 
hsted below should be reported once oni>, u::r*^ the furthest left column that applies. To avoid 

duplicale reportingof jointly owned, jointly mamtained or jointly used crossings, one railroad shall 
be designated the reporting read by mutual agreement of the interested parties. 

In columns (b) and (c) inciude grade crossings with or without audible signais. In coiumns (d) 
and (e) inciude grade crossings wilh or wilhout any type of audible or visible suppiementai device. 
Exclude from columns (f)and(g> those crossings where train movement is protected oniy by a 
member of thc train crew Audible signals reportabie in cofumn (h> inciude any train-actuated beil, 
whistle, siren or other audible device localed adjacent to the crossing?. Other auiomatic signals re­
portable in column (i) inciude wigwags. Highway Traffic Signals or special types of train-activated 
devices with or withv)ui audible supplements. Include in column 0>, in addition lo 'Railroad Cross­
ing" crossbuck, any other static sign (except "N'umber of Tracks" sign) or any .on-train-actuaied 
signal such as ambe: co^tinuous-^1ashing lights, in column fm) report other than raiiroad cross-
buck. Totals in column io). lines 9 and 10 should be equal, resulting in no change in thc tota! num­
ber of crossings.

Carload and L. C. L. Traffic Defined. Codes Oi through 46 shall include only carload Iralfic All 

shipments weighing less than 10,000 pounds shal! be included in code 47. "Smuli Packaged Freight 
Shipments." 

A " carload" for tne purpose of this order shall consist of a shipment of not sess than 10,000 
pounds of one commodity. A mixed carload for the purpose of this order shali be treated as a car­
load of that comnrsodity which forms the major portion of the shipment in weight, if a single ship-
neni ioaded into n.ore than one car. each car used shall be reported as a carload, if more than 
one 'carload" shipmeni is loaded inlo one car, each shipment shal! be reported separately as a car­
load.

B—Railroad With Highway 

1. A highway grade crossing is to be regarded as a singie crossing of all of the tracks within the 
adjacent owned or leased righi(s) of way of the raiiroad(s) at the poinl of intersection with a public­
ly maintained highway, street or avenue at the same grade lo the exlenl that the iracks are iocated 
wilhin the limits of a single set of grade crossing signs or protective devices hav ing an integrated set 
of actuating circuits. 

2. Not 10 be included are crossings of tracks with private roads leading to or within industrial 
plants, or with other roads or driveways not dedicated to public use. AU crossings of tracks at grade 
with public roads and streets shouid be incluo ^d-if any raiiroad operations are conducted thereover 
by the reporting company whether or nol the tfhck is localed on raiiroad righl-of-way. 

3. A private grade crossing which becomes public during the year should be reported as a new 
grade crossing. A grade crossing of a dual or muiti-lane highway should be reported as one crow­
ing, in the classification of protection, a crossing having more than one of the ciasses of protection 
listed below should be reported once only, using the furthest left column that applies. To avoid 

uupiicstc r'-porting of jointly owned, joinlly maintained or jointiy used crossings, one railroad shall 
be designated li;*^ reporting road by mutual agreement of the interested parties. 

4. IR coiumns (b) and (c) include grade crossings wilh or without audible signals. In coiumns (d) 
and le) inci-^de grade crossings with or without any lype of audible or visible sitppiementai device. 
Lvr-i'_>de from coiumns (fl and (g) those crossings where train movement is protected only by a 
member of the train crew. Audible signais reportabie in coiumn fh) inciude any train-actuated bcU, 
whistle, siren >r other audible device iocated adjacent to the crossing. Other, auiomatic signals 
reportable w coiumn (i) include wigwags. Highway Traffic Signals or special types of train-aciivai-
ed devices with or uilhoul audible supplements, include in coiumn (1), in additior, to "Railroad 
Crossing" crossbuck, any other static sign (except "N'umber of Tracks"' sign) or any non-train-
actuated signal such as amber continuous-flashing lights. In column (m) report olher than railroad 
crossbuck. Toiais in column (o), lines 9 and lO shouid be equal, resulting in no change in the totai 
number of crossings.
