A—Railroad With Railroad 

I - ,'\ ciossiiig of ;i railroad with a railroad means Ihe inlerscclii n of all 
the tracks on om lighl-of-way with all of Ihe tracks on iiimihci vi,jht-of-
wav wiiether or i,ot ovvned oi operated by the same compan'., thus, the 
inler .•ction of one doiiblc-lrack iinc with anothet doub|.;-trtick lir,c shall 
he purled iis one crossing. Fjich such crossing shall bc reported only by 
the CU l icr who pciforms the actual maintenance of the signal or intcr-
ii'vking proiection. if so provided, or by the carrier who miiintiiins Ihc 
.To.-sing frogs 'vhere no protection exists. The carrier which actually per­
foi iiis the m:iintenancc shall be the reporting carrier, even though other 
jiarty. or parlies, iisstime a part or all of the expense of such inaintc-
nancc. Where portions of the apparatus are maintained by two or more 
companies, as for example—the condition where one crossing frog is 
maintained by one company and the second frog by the other company, 
agreement shimld bc made between carriers as to which shall report. 
Report should be made of eaeh crossing, whether main line, branch linc, 
or s'witching Iracks arc involved, so long as separate rights-of-way ate 
involved, regardless of whether or not the rights-of-way involved are 

owned or leased by tie same company. .A cross-over from one track to 
anolhei on lhe same i ight-of-wav, or the use of a crossing frog for the 
intersection of two lr.icks in Ihc same right-of-way, is nol lo ht con­
sidered as a croiiising in ihis connection. If one right-of-.vav inlersecis 
two or more rights-of-was in she same vicinilv a separate ciossmg shall 
bc reported for each s.ich intersection, even though all are controlled by 
one inierlocking plant. In such case, this fact should bc explained in a 
footnote in order that Ihe in'erlocking plant may nol be counted more 
than once. 

2, The term "Protection" as used in this connection should include all 
signalling or derailing devices which may restrict the use of the crossing 
by either carrier. It sh ill not include stationary or other cautionary signs 
which merely indicate the proximity of a crossing. Where crossings are 
protected by more than one of the types of protection shown in columns 
IM to ii) inclusive, the kind ol protection, etc., should bc reported in only 
one classification and that of the more elaborate type.
