(9) PENSION PLAN 

S tbstantlally a l l employees are covered under the Railroad Retirement Act. 
Certain railroad employees are also covered under a qualified funded pension 
plan. The actuarially computed value of vested benefits at the most recent 
valuation date under such plan exceeded the market value of the assets of the 
related fund by approximately $18,000,000. 

Pension expenses under the pension plan for the years ended December 31, 1976 and 
1975 were $2,968,000 and $2,602,000, respectively. 

(10) LONG-TERM DEBT 

SLiking ftind provisiona require annual retiremert of $2,589,000 in bonds and 
debentures. Reacquired bonds and debentures aggregating $45,889,000 at 
December 31, 1976 are available to substantially satisfy such sinking fund 
provisions through 1989. 

At December 31, 1976, the approximate amount of maturities of long-term debt for 
each year, 1978 through 1981, are $31,142,000, $30,709,000, $53,331,000 and 
$24,681,000, respectively. 

Substantially L 1 1 the properties of the Company and i t s Investments in common 
stoc'- t f certain subsidiaries are pledged under the mortgeges and equipment 
ob 1- ̂ ' ./.ons. 

(11) INVENTORY ADJUSTMENT 

During 1976, the Company coimrajnced substantial contract locomotive remanufacturing 
for other railroads. As a result of thia activity and the increasing emphasis on 
intemal remanufacturing and repair of rollin> stock, certain parts and components 
available for use in connection therewith were inventoried. At December 31, 1976, 
this material is recorded at $3,171,000 resulting in a corresponding reduction of 
1976 transportation operations expenses. 

(12) SUBURBAN PASSENGER SERVICE 

On April 15, 1976, the Company entered into a three year purchase of service 
agreement with f:le Chicago Area Regional Transportation Authority (RTA) which 
was retroactive to .lul-jr 1, 1975. This agreement provides for specified annual 
base compensation plus incentive payments based on performance and other factors 
In order to provide the Company with a reasonable retum on Its inveatment in 
equipment and f a c i l i t i e s devoted to commuter service. As a result of this 
agreement, $2,350,000 relating to 1975 was recorded as transportation revenue 
during 1976.

(13) REAL ESTATE 

Real eatate income includ'is gains from sa,le8 of teal property to third parties 
and a subsidiary of Industries. A l l significant sales including a f f l l i a f e d 
party sales are made at independently appraised prices. Included in 1976 and 
1975 real estate income is $14,612,000 and $1,910,000, respectively, arising 
from a f f i l i a t e d party transactions. In addition, as of December 31, 1976 and 
1975, amounts receivable of $2,705,000 and $964,000, respectively, arising 
from a f f i l i a t e d real estate transactions are Included on the balance sheet. 

(14) EXTRAORDINARY ITEM 

In 1971, the Company established reserves for estimated costs and losses i n 
connection with the discontinuance of extensive intercity passenger operations 
assumed by National Railway Passenger Corporation (AMTRAK), which were 
recorded as an extraordinary charge at that time. During 1976, the Company 
determined that $1,800,000 of these reserves were no longer required and the 
reversal thereof has been recorded as an extraordinary item. 

(15) CASUALTY RESERVES 

Late ir. 1975, the Company undertook an extensive study of i t s estimated 
l i a b i l i t y for casualty claims. This study included such considerations as 
recent trends in court awards as well as inflationary factors. As a result, 
management determined that i t would be prudent to Increase casualty reserves 
by $9,500,000. This adjustment is reflected in transportation operations 
expenses for 1975.

ICG Railroad, under the terms of a l l of the former GM&D Railroad's Conditional 
Sales Agreements and under th-E terms of the former IC Railroad's Chattel Mortgage, 
maintains average compensating balances of 157o of outstanding indebtedness under 
such agreements. These arrangements do not legally restrict the withdrawal of 
said balances by the Company. 

IC Industries, parent company of ICG, manages the ccsh and short-term investments 
not necessary to current operating requirements of a l l i t s subsidiaries, includirg 
ICG, under uniform procedures. Cash not needed for current operations is advanced 
to IC Industries at the then current commercial bank prime lending rate. Wlien a 
subsidiary requires additional cash i t is advanced by IC Industries to the sub­
sidiary on the same basis. This plan permits maximization of the short-term 
inv-»stment and credit potential of the cash resources of ICG, which has no other 
established lines of credit. 

During 1976, average compensating balances maintained by the Ccmipany and i t s 
subsidiaries under the aforementioned agreements and in support of certain 
credit f a c i l i t i e s of IC Industries, Inc., without adjustment for uncollected 
funds and after adjustment for estimated float of .$1,800,000 during the year 
were approximately $1,400,000. .Average compensating balances would have been 
?2,700,000 based on outstanding indebtedness at December 31, 1976. Withdrawal 
of these balances by the Company was not legally restricted.

1 ,''1 crossing of a railroad with a railroad means the intersection of all 
Ihe iracks on one right-of-way with all of the tracks on another right-of-
way, whether or nol owned or operated by the sarne company; thus, the 
intersection of one double-track line with another double-track line shall 
be repurted as one crossing. Each such crossing shall be reporled only by 
the carrier who performs Ihc actual maintenance of the signa' or inter­
locking protection, if so provided, or by the carrier who maintains the 
crossing ftogs where no protection exists. The carrier which actually per­
forms the maintenance shall be the reporting carrier, even though other 
party, or parties, assume a part or all of the expense of such mainte-
nanci' Where portions of the apparatus are maintained by fwo or more 
companies, as for example—the condition where one crossing frog is 
maintained by one company and the second frog by the other comr .ny. 
agreement should be made between carriers as to which shall repurt. 
Report should be made of fach crossing, whether main line, branch line, 
or switching tracks are involved, so long as cniira'c rights-of-way are 
involved, regardless of whether or not the rights ol-way involved are 

owned or leascd hv thc same company. A cross-over from one track to 
another on the same right-of-way. or the usc of a crossing frog for the 
intersection of two tracks in the same right-of'Way. is not lo I e con­
sidered as .1 crossing in this connection. If one righl-of-way intersects 
two or more righ's-of-way in thc same vicinity .1 separate crossing shall 
he reported for each such intersection, even though all are controlled hy 
one interlocking plant. In such case, ihis fact should be explained in a 
footnote in order thai the interlocking plant may not be counted more 
lhan once. 

2. rhe lerm "'('rolcclion" as used in this connection should include ;.ii 
signalling or Jerailing devices which may restrict the use of the crossing 
by either carrier. It shall no! include slationary or olher cautionary signs 
which merely indicate the proxiniily of a crossing. Where crossings are 
protected hy more than one of the types of protection shown in columns 
(h) lo i i i inclusive. Ihe kind of piotection. etc., should be reported in only 
one classification and that of the more elaborate type
