NOTES AND REMARKS 

Note 1: Nortrally, each share of cornmon stock is entitled to o"c vote. 
However, Section 2 of the Amtrak Improvement Act of 1̂ 74 amended 
Section 304 of the Rail Passenger Service Act to provide that no 
more than one third of the issued and outstanding shares of 
common stock can be voted by a single railroad. To the extent 
that any single raiiroad owns more than one third of such 
shares its excess shares are, for voting and quorum purposes, 
deemed to be not issued and outstending. Penn Central Corpor­
ation and Burlington Northern,Inc each hold more than one third 
of the common shares of the Corporation, but they are prohibited 
from voting more than 3,123,56̂ .6 shares each. However, common 
shareholders no longer have the right to vote for directors. 
Preferred Shareholders are entitled to elect two directors. 

Note ?.: Voting rights are proportional except for the limitation-:, 
expl .lied in Note 1 and the election of directors. 

Note 3: Preferred stockholder, by ""aw is entitled to select two members 
of the Board of Directors annually. 

Note 4: Preferred stock is issued quarterly to the Secretary of 
Transportation in consideration for federal grant funds. The 
common stock book was closed upon completion of the i n i t i a l 
issue of common stock on April 11, 1974.
