Respondent i s l i a b l e on equipment leases aggregating approxim,ately

The respondent (NW) orvms a l l the Common Stock of Dereco, Inc. (Dereco), 
which i n t u r n owns a l l the stock of Erie Lackawanna Railway Company (EL) 
and Delaware and Hudson Railway Company (D&H). 

I n connection vd.th the a c q u i s i t i o n of EL, NW issued 781,266 shares of 
i t s Common Stock i n exchange f o r the Dereco Noncumulative Preferred 
Stocks and the conversion of Erie Railroad General Mortgage 4%% Income 
Bonds, Series A, due 2015, As a r e s u l t of t h i s exchange and conversion, 
the excess of stock l i a b i l i t y f or conversion over the par value of 
stock issued i n the amount of $112,392 was credited to Premiuins and 
Assessments on Capital Stock (Schedule 231, Page 69;, As of December 
31, 1974, 1̂ )0,014 shares of N'W Common Stock remain i n reserve f o r the 
aforementioned s e c u r i t i e s not presented f o r exchange or com/ersion. 

On June 26, 1972, EL f i l e d f o r reorganization under Sef-Mon 77 of the 
Bankruptcy Act. I n recognition of EL's bankruptcy, NW provided i n 1972 
for loss on i t s investment i n Dereco, Inc. and EL Mortgage Bonds. 

NW has not assumed or guaranteed any l i a b i l i t i e s of EL or D&H and has 
no f i n a n c i a l commitments toward t h e i r operations. The contingency with 
respect to use of EL tax losses i s referred to on Schedule 223, page 70. 

The operations of EL and D&H are included i n the consolidated income tax 
returns of NW. Inc l u s i o n o£ such losses i n NW's consolidateJ income tax 
r e t u r n has reduced NW's tax payments. However, the reduction i n taxes 
r e s u l t i n g frora such i n c l u s i o n has not been r e f l e c t e d i n NW's incom^e since 
January 1, 1972, but has been shovm i n the balance sheet as a deferred 
c r e d i t . This accounting was approved by the ICC Accounting and Valuation 
Board per Mr. James B. Thomas, Jr.'s l e t t e r of January 29, 1973. 

In 1974, the ICC change i n the method of accounting l o r deferred income 
taxes has resulted i n the r e c l a s s i f i c a t i o n of t h i s deferred c r e d i t to 
accumulated deferred income taxes.
