B—Railroad With Highwav 

1. A highway grade crossing is lo be regarded as a single crossing of aii of the tracks within the 
adjaceni owned or ieased righUs) of way of the railroad(s) at the point of intersection with a public­
ly maintained highway, street or avenue the same grade to the extent that the tracks are located 
within the limits of a singie sel of grade crossing signs or protective devices having an integrated set 
of actuating circuits. 

2. Not to be included are crossings of tracks with private roads leading to or wilhin industrial 
pianls. or with other roads or driveways 'Ol dedicated to public use. A!I crossings of tracks at grade 
with public roads and streets shouid be included if any raiiroad operations are conducted ihereover 
bv the reporting v ^nir'iny whether or not the track is localed on raiiroad nght-of-way. 

?. A private grade crossing which becomes public during the year should be reported as a new 
grade crossing. A grade crossing ot a dual or multi-lane highway should be reported as one cross­
ing. In the classification of protection, a crossing having more lhan one of the classes of protection 
listed beiow shouid be reported once only, using the furthest left coiumn that applies. To avoid 

duplicate reporting of jomtly owned, jointly maintamed or jointly used crossings, one railroad 
be designated the reporting road by mutual agreement of the interested parties. 

4. in coiumns (b) and (c) include grade crossings with or without audible signals in coiism; 
and (e) include grade crossings with or without any type of audible or visible supplemental de 
Fxclude iron columns (f) and (g) those crossings where train movemem is protected onK 
member of the train crew .
