Each sue' crossing shall be reported onty by 
Ihc carnei who pcrforais llte actual maintenance of th.'t signal or inter­
locking protection, if so provided, or by the carrier who p.tintains the 
crossing frogs where no protection exists. The carrier which actually per­
forms ihe maintenance shall be the reporling carrier, even though olher
