The Company and i t s s u b s i d i a r i e s also have unfunded pension plans f o r c e r t a i n 
employees and r e t i r e e s . Charges t o operating expenses by the respondent and 
i t s wholly-owned s u b s i d i a r i e s f o r these plans, which are based upon actual 
payments t o r e t i r e e s , amounted t o $4,013 i n 1981 and $4,173 i n 1980. Charges 
to operating expenses by the resondent only were $4,001 i n 1981 and $4,163 i n 
1980. Such charges approximated normal cost plus amortization of p r i o r service 
costs. At December 31, 1980, the date of the l a t e s t a c t u a r i a l report, the 
estimated a c t u a r i a l present value o f accumulated plan b e n e f i t s ( v i r t u a l l y a l l 
of which are vested) approximated $41 m i l l i o n f o r the respondent and i t s wholly-
owned s u b s i d i a r i e s .

(4) Present value minimum lease payments are lease payments that the lessee is obligated to make or can be required to 
make, exclusive of executory cost. Moreover, these payments are reduced by amounts representing interest, 
calculated at the companies" incremental borrowing rate or the implicit rate computed by the lessor. 

(5) Noncancelable lease/sublease is one that has an initial or remaining term of one year or more and is noncancelable, 
or is cancelable only upon ihe occurrence of some remote contingency or upon the payment of a substantial 
penalty. 

((•) Contingent rentals, for the purposes of this report, are rentals paid durina the reporting year which depend on some 
factor other than the passage of time such as rentals based on usage or sales.

Highway-Railroad 

I . (a) A highway-railroad grade separation is lo be regarded as a 
single crossing of all of the tracks within the owned or leased 
right-of-way or contiguous rights-of-way of the railroad(s) at the 
point of intersection with a publicly maintained highway, street or 
avenue at separate grades.
